EVALUATION OF TENDERS 

 
 

1. Scrutiny of Tenders 
The tenders will be scrutinized by a committee appointed by the authority to 
determine whether they are complete and meet the essential and important 
requirements, conditions and whether the bidder is eligible and qualified as per 
criteria laid down in the Tender Enquiry Documents. The bids, which do not meet 
the aforesaid requirements, are liable to be treated as non-responsive and may be 
ignored. The decision of the purchaser as to whether the bidder is eligible and 
qualified or not and weather the bid is responsive or not shall be final and binding 
on the bidders. Financial bids of only those bidders, who qualify on technical bid, will 
be considered and opened.  

 

2. Infirmity / Non-Conformity 
The purchaser may waive minor infirmity and/or non-conformity in a tender, 
provided it does not constitute any material deviation. Decision taken by the 
purchaser as to whether the deviation is material or not shall be final and binding on 
the bidders. 

 

3. Bid Clarification 
Wherever necessary, the purchaser may, at its discretion, seek clarification from the 
tenderers seeking response by a specified date. If no response is received by this 
date, the purchaser shall evaluate the offer as per available information. 
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SECTION IV 
 
 

SCOPE OF THE SERVICES 
 

Agartala Municipal Corporation hereinafter referred as AMC, is at present having 215.463 
Sqm space in the Seva Kendra At Saradapalli, Under Ward No.05, AMC and intends to lease   
as per the scope of work mentioned below:- 
 

1.  The building having plinth area 215.463 Sq. Mtr. shall be allotted on lease 
basis for a period of twenty five (25)  years, that will be extendable mutually, 
on rent basis payable in advance on “As is Where is” basis. The projected 
minimum base price for lease out of the existing 215.463 Sqm is 
Rs.2,17,930.00 per annum, including charges for use of common facilities 
excluding GST @18%. 

 

2. The buiding having 215.463 Sqm plinth area will be leased out for revenue 
generation by way of enabling aspiring individuals/proprietors etc. to set up their 
own business enterprise for income generation. The selected Service Provider / 
Lessee are accordingly allowed for sub-leasing/ sub-letting stalls. 
 

3. A lease agreement shall be required to be registered with the appropriate authority 
within one month of issue of Letter of Intent (LOI). Full cost of Stamp Duty & 
Registration Charges to be borne by Lessee. The Lessee shall execute a suitable lease 
agreement for a period of 25 years extendable mutually. 
 

4. All necessary taxes levied shall be borne by the Lessee at all times during the tenure 
of the agreement. The Lessee shall obtain all necessary permissions, licenses 
required for running the said premises for the above purpose from the concerned 
local authorities and the Lessor shall cooperate for the same at the cost of the 
Lessee. 
 

5. The sources of supply of electricity and water shall be arranged by lessee, the cost of 
installation of meter for the temporary  connection of electricity supply and water 
supply for the outlets shall be borne by the Lessee at own cost. Water/Electrical 
charges are payable by the Licensee on actual usage as per sub meter directly to the 
concerned service provider. 

 

 

6. Lessee may carry out decoration and modification of the stalls with prior permission 
but no permanent construction shall be allowed and in no manner the Lesse shall 
change the main structure and the exterior of the building. 
 

7. The Lesses shall undertake necessary maintenance of the building such as sweeping 
and cleaning of building including staircase, entry lobby, open spaces and toilet in its 
existing condition and damage if any, caused to the said building, the same shall be 
repaired by the Lessee at their own cost subject to normal wear and tear. 
 

8. The Lessee shall be responsible for depositing consolidated rent of each month in 
favour of Lessor within 07 days of the next month. 
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9. Timely payment within stipulated time: for complete Financial year: 2% deduction 

from yearly rent to be calculated at the end of year. Delay in payment for 03 

consutive months : penalty of 5% of monthly rent for the delayed months. 

 

10. The Lessee shall use the space for which it is allotted by the Lessor. If the lessee 
intends to change the use as prescribed by the Lessor, the Lessee should approach 
to  Lessor for permission of competent authority. Any change in the nature of use of 
space without prior permission of lesor may lead to cancellation of lease Agreement. 

 

 

11. The Lessor reserves the full rights, title and interest on the roof of the building. 
 

12. The lesee shall not bring or cause to be brought into or store at the property or any 
part thereof any hazaidous goods articals of combustible or inflammable nature 
except in small quantities for normal use as permited by law or carry out any 
authority which is illegle in nature and not permissiable by law. 
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SECTION V 
 
 

 
ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA 

 

 

1. The Bidder shall be an Individual / Proprietor Firm / Partnership Firm / Private Ltd. 
Company/ Public Ltd. Company / Co-opeartive Society or Govt. Department / 
Ministry. The Service provider should be registered as a legal entity such as Trade 
License (in casse of individuals) registered under Companies Act, Societies 
Registration Act or an equivalent law applicable in the region/state/ country.  
 

2. The Bidders are not presently blacklisted by the Purchaser or by any State Govt. or 
its organizations by Govt. of India or its organizations. 
 

3. The bidder shall declare all ongoing litigations it is involved in with any government 
agency/state/central department. 
 

4. The bidder should have minimum average annual turnover of Rs.25.00 Lakhs in last 
three (3) financial years (2018-19, 2019-20 & 2020-21) 
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SECTION VI 
 

TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

 
 

1. Signing of Contract 
The Lessor shall issue the Notice for Award of Contract to the successful bidder (Lesse) 
within the bid validity period. And the successful bidder will be required to sign and 
submit the contract unconditionally within 30 days of receipt of such communication. 
The contract shall be valid for a period of 25 years from the date of signing of the 
contract subject to annual increase in rent by 3% every year. 

 

2. Modification to Contract 
The contract when executed by the parties shall constitute the entire contract between 
the parties in connection with the jobs / services and shall be binding upon the parties. 
Modification, if any, to the contract shall be in writing and with the consent of the 
parties. 

 

3. Performance Security 
a) The successful bidder shall furnish a performance security in the shape of a 

Demand Draft/Bank Guarantee issued by a Nationalised Bank in favour of Tender 
Inviting Authority for an amount equal to six months advance rent. The Bank 
Guarantee shall be as per proforma at “Appendix F” and remain valid for a 
period, which is six months beyond the date of expiry of the contract. This shall 
be submitted within 30 days (minimum) of receiving of Notice for Award of 
Contract, failing which the EMD may be forfeited and the contract may be 
cancelled. 

 

b) If the firm / contractor violate any of the terms and conditions of contract, the 
Performance Security shall be liable for forfeiture, wholly or partly, as decided by 
the Purchaser and the contract may also be cancelled. 

 

c) The Lessor will release the Performance Security without any interest to the firm 
/ contractor on successful completion of contractual obligations. 

 

d) Leasor may deduct any amount necessary from the securiety deposit and ask for 
further payment from the lessee of any amount necessary to cover the lessees 
default in any /some / all of the following 

 

i) Any unpaid lease amount 
ii)   Cleaning cost 
iii)  Cost of repair of damages to premises and or common areas exclusive of 
expected ordinary wear and tear, and 
iv)    Any other amount legally allowed under the terms of this agreement. 

 

4. Periodicity of Payment by Lessee 
The consolidated rent payment will be made on monthly basis in the shape of demand 
draft / RTGS from any Nationalised Bank in favour of Agartala Municipal Corporation 
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payabale at Agartala within 07th day of the next month.The monthly rent is payable from 
the date of handover of the property by the leaser to the lessee. 
 
The lease amount shall be calculated from the 1st day of every month to last day of the 
month. 

  

5. Damages for Mishap/Injury 
The Lessor shall not be responsible for damages of any kind or for any 
mishap/injury/accident caused to any personnel/property of the Lessee while 
performing duty in the Lessor’s premises. All liabilities, legal or monetary, arising in that 
eventuality shall be borne by firm/ contractor/ Lessee. 
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6. Termination of Contract 
The Lessor may terminate the contract, if the successful tenderer / Lessee withdraws its 
tender after its acceptance or fails to submit the required Performance Securities for the 
initial contract or fails to fulfill any other contractual obligations. In that event, the 
Lessor will have the right to sign the contract with   next  highest eligible bidder and the 
extra expenditure on this account shall be recoverable from the defaulter. The earnest 
money and the performance security deposited by the defaulter shall also be recovered 
to pay the balance amount of extra expenditure incurred by the Lessor. 

 

7. Exit Clause 
Lessor / Lessee is however at liberty to vacate at any time during the pendency of lease 
by giving 06 (Six )months advanced notice in writing, with surrender of 03 months rent. 
 

8. Force Majeure 
If, at any time, during the continuance of this contract, the performance in whole or in 
part by either party of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by 
reasons of any war or hostility, acts of the public enemy, civil commotion, sabotage, 
fires, floods, explosions, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, lockouts or act of 
God (hereinafter referred to as events) provided notice of happenings of any such 
eventuality is given by either party to the other within 21 days from the date of 
occurrence thereof, neither party shall by reason of such event be entitled to terminate 
this contract nor shall either party have any claim for damages against other in respect 
of such non-performance or delay in performance, and deliveries under the contract 
shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such an event come to an end or cease to 
exist, and the decision of Lessor in this regard shall be final and conclusive. Further that 
if the performance in whole or part of any obligation under this contract is prevented or 
delayed by reasons of any such event for a period exceeding 60 days, Lessor may, at its 
option, terminate the contract. 

 
9. Arbitration 

a) If dispute or difference of any kind shall arise between the purchaser and the firm/ 
contractor in connection with or relating to the contract, the parties shall make 
every effort to resolve the same amicably by mutual consultations. 

 

b) If the parties fail to resolve their dispute or difference by such mutual consultations 
within thirty days of commencement of consultations, then either the purchaser or 
the firm/contractor may give notice to the other party of its intention to commence 
arbitration, as hereinafter provided. The applicable arbitration procedure will be as 
per the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 of India. In that event, the dispute or 
difference shall be referred to the sole arbitration of an officer to be appointed by 
the Municipal Commissioner, Agartala as the arbitrator. If the arbitrator to whom 
the matter is initially referred is transferred or vacates his office or is unable to act 
for any reason, he / she shall be replaced by another person appointed by Municipal 
Commissioner, Agartala to act as Arbitrator. Such person shall be entitled to 
proceed with the matter from the stage at which it was left by his predecessor. The 
award of the provision that the Arbitrator shall give reasoned award in case the 
amount of claim in reference exceeds Rupees One Lac (Rs.1,00,000/-). 
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c) Work under the contract shall, notwithstanding the existence of any such dispute or 
difference, continue during arbitration proceedings and no payment due or payable 
by the Lessor or the Lessee/contractor shall be withheld on account of such 
proceedings unless such payments are the direct subject of the arbitration. 

 

d) Reference to arbitration shall be a condition precedent to any other action at law. 
 

e) Venue of Arbitration: The venue of arbitration shall be the place from where the 
contract has been issued. 

 
10. Applicable Law and Jurisdiction of Court 

The contract shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of India 
for the time being in force. The Court located at the place of issue of contract shall have 
jurisdiction to decide any dispute arising out of in respect of the contract. It is 
specifically agreed that no other Court shall have jurisdiction in the matter.
